“Our mission is to connect individuals and families with access and opportunities for housing, 
for health care and other supportive services,” said Geoffrey Parker, executive director of 
H3ARC. “We recognized that housing on its own isn’t always enough to address the obstacles 
that people face to bring them to a place of sustainable housing.”    
 
“We know that every time a client makes that phone call or walks into the door of one of our 
agencies, everybody’s story is going to be unique,” said Parker. “So much of this falls on those 
case managers, our social workers, the frontline staff at all of our agencies who have this 
conversations every single day.” 
 
“In 2021, we had an influx of dollars that allowed our agencies to do more for more people. We 
were able to start more housing projects, to work with clients for up to a year with wholistic 
case management, homeless prevention with rental and utility assistance to keep being 
housed,” added Parker. “We saw an increase in the number of persons experiencing 
homelessness for the first time, but we saw a bigger increase in the number of people who 
were returning to homelessness.”    
 
Regarding a recent agency panel discussion, “We wanted to focus specifically on unsheltered 
homelessness and chronic homelessness with an eye towards downtown Murfreesboro both 
emerging needs and the impact on our community such as the downtown business owner, the 
Discovery Center and Linebaugh Library.”
