Procedure: 

Staff screened the stormwater system for illicit flows after 

72 hours with no rain in September/October 2019.  

Findings and date of screening were recorded ƛƴ ά5²{έ 

fields in GIS.  Outfalls discharging to Sinking Creek were 

also screened for flow and condition in the GIS database.  

Additional outfalls were screened on October 18th but do 

not count for dry weather screening since there was 

precipitation within  72 hours prior to screening. 

Focused Screening Methods 

1. Hot Spot (junctions/ inflows and outfalls) 

2. In-stream outfall screening (Sinking Creek)
