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GENERAL 
 

Executive Summary  
 

The City of Murfreesboro has  been a Community Development Block Grant 

entitlement city since 1984. Its CDBG funding for FY2008 was $623,444 . Program 

income generated $38,436. The City also had a $109,894 Emergency Shelter Grant 

received through the Tennessee Division of Human Services and a balance of 

$21,028.40 remaining from a 2005 Tennessee Housing Development Agency HOME 

grant. The Community Development Department is responsible for administering the 

three grants.  All funds were used to benefit low -  and moderate - income residents of 

Murfreesboro.  

 

The current five -year Consolidated Plan was adopted in 2005. This CAPER is the 

fourth issued to support the current Consolidated Plan. The purpose of the CAPER is 

to inform the public how the City of Murfreesboro allocated the federal resour ces 

made available by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). 

The Department uses the information in the CAPER to measure how effectively the 

City employs HUD funding to meet the needs of its residents, particularly those 

needs related to decent affordable housing and creating and sustaining a suitable 

living environment in all parts of the City. HUD will use the FY2008 Action Plan as the 

benchmark to evaluate the results detailed in this report.

Assessment of th e one - year goals and objectives  
 

The Cityôs 2005-10 Consolidated Plan established four strategic priorities:  

 

1.  Affordable Housing for Low - Income Residents  

2.  Maintaining a Suitable Living Environment  

3.  Public Tran sportation  

4.  Expand Economic Opportunities  

 

The FY2008 Action Plan  identified Affordable Housing , Maintain ing a S uitable 

Living Environment  and Economic Opportunities  as the Cityôs priorities for the 

program year.   
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AFFORDABLE HOUSING  
 

Affordable Housing Prog ram  ï The City offers no - interest loans of up to $10,000 

to income -eligible first - time home buyers. The loans may be used for closing costs 

and principal reduction. The home buyer is required to bring 1% of the purchase 

price to the transaction. The loan i s due on the sale of the home. The goal was to 

serve 10 first - time home buyers; 1 2 first - time home buyers were assisted.  

 

Housing Rehabilitation Program  ï The City offers a number of services to 

income -eligible homeowners including home rehabilitation (up to $25,000) and 

reconstruction (up to $89,000), emergency repairs (up to $5,000 for very - low 

income households), sewer tap connection fee assistance (up to $2,000) and tree 

removal (up to $1,000). Depending on the service, funds provided are one - , five -  or  

15 -year forgivable loans, or a grant in the case of emergency repairs.   

 

The goal was to serve 22 ho usehold s by rehabilitating or reconstructing their homes. 

Eleven received assistance. Four homes were rehabilitated and three reconstructed 

in FY200 8 usin g CDBG funds. Reconstruction of a fourth house, using a combination 

of THDA/HOME and CDBG money , was completed in August 2008 . One homeowner  

received emergency repair assistance. Two homeowners receive d assistance with 

tree removal. Although funding was av ailable, no applications were  received for 

sewer tap connection assistance. All four reconstructed homes received Energy Star 

certificates.  

 

The eight rehab and reconstruction projects exhausted the funds budget ed for  the 

regular housing rehabilitation pro gram. Funds remained available at year end for a 

limited number of emergency repair, tree removal and sewer tap projects had there 

been applicants for these programs.  

The Housing Rehabilitation Program was hampered because the Cityôs application to 

THDA fo r HOME funding was not successful. The Cityôs application called for using 

HOME money exclusively for reconstruction projects. Had that application been 

successful, the City would have used the THDA/HOME money for the three 

reconstruction projects  and rese rved CDBG funds for non - reconstruction rehab 

projects.  

Acquisition  -  Habitat for Humanity of Rutherford County was given a $20,000 grant 

to assist with the purchase of a vacant lot on which to construct affordable housing 

for a low - income family. The lot a cquired is in Census Tract 419, one of two Qualified 

Census Tracts in Murfreesboro.  

 

MAINTAINING A SUITABLE LIVING ENVIRONMENT  

PUBLIC SERVICE GRANTS  

 

Nearly 20 nonprofit agencies applied for Public Service Grants f or FY2008  and nine 

received awards. Late b illing pushed a FY2007 grant to Bradley Day Care to FY2008. 

The City had $98,256  available for public service projects and expend ed $ 96 ,639.79 

for 10 activities , .6% under the 15% public service cap . The narrative below lists the 

subrecipient agencies, the  grant amount and a thumbnail description of each grant. 

The actual amounts expended may be found in the table on pp. 7 -8.  
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The Subrecipients  

Boys & Girls Club  of Murfreesboro  ï $10,000 ï This grant helped fund the Clubôs 

teen coordinator. The grant allowe d the staff member to devote his full attention to 

the needs of teen -aged members, many of whom are at - risk because of family 

income or family situation.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Domin ion  Financial Management -  $10,000 ï This grant  helps fund the staff 

position responsibl e for implementing Dominionôs Individual Development Account 

Program for prospective home buyers. The year - long program combines financial 

literacy training, individual counseling and a savings component.  One program 

graduate became firt - time home buyer du ring the year.  

 

Elders First  -  $4,000 ï This grant helps fund salary for an elder day care service. 

Although the project duplicates the service offered by the St. Clair Street Senior 

Center, it is needed because St. Clair operates at capacity and has a wai ting list.  

 

Exchange Club Center for the Prevention of Child Abuse  -  $14,000 ï This grant 

helped fund a staff position for the Centerôs court-ordered supervised visits program 

which allowed the Center to expand this service.  

 

Mid - Cumberland Human Resource Agency  -  $15,000  ï This grant helped the 

agencyôs Youth Can! program provide supportive services to young people aged 16 -

21 who are at - risk for dropping out of school.  

 

Primary Care & HOPE Clinic  -  $16,244 ï The grant allowed the subrecipient to 

expand hea lth care clinic services at Franklin Heights, a Murfreesboro Housing 

Authority facility, from one day to two days a week. The program was so successful, 

a third day of service has been added for FY2009.  

 

Read To Succeed  -  $10,000  ï This grant helped fund t he Families That Read, 

Succeed , a collaborative effort of the Read To Succeed Foundation, United Wayôs 

Success by Six program and Middle Tennessee State Universityôs College of 

Education and Behavioral Science. The program focuses on improving or 

strengthe ning adult literacy skills by engaging participants in a collaborative reading 

program with their children.  Because of the programôs success, Read to Succeed has 

been able to recruit a long - term funding source to replace CDBG funding in FY2009 .

St. Clair Street Senior Center  -  $6,000  ï This grant helps fund the Centerôs Adult 

Day Ca re Program. The program provides an appropriate environment for individuals 

60 and older who have cognitive, mental or physical impairments. The grants helps 

fill the gap between user fees, which are nominal, and the actual cost to provide the 

service.  

 

Un ited Way of Rutherford County  -  $10,000  ï This grant helped fund Project 

Pass, a collaborative effort conducted in the Franklin Heights community to teach 

basic workplace skills to adult residents.  

 

OTHER ACTIVITIES  

 

Infrastructure  
 

North Spring Street Re construction -  Engineering was completed and bids 

opened for Phase III of the North Spring Street infrastructure improvement project. 

Work on the project was delayed because the contractor, Rollins Excavating of 

Murfreesboro, played a large role during the  Cityôs recovery from a devastating 

tornado on April 10, 2009.  

 

A favorable bid for the project will allow the City to reprogram approximately 

$150,000 of the $500,000 budgeted for the project to other CDBG projects for 

FY2009.  

 

Public Facilities  
 

McFadd en Community Center ï $15,000 ï With this grant, Murfreesboro Parks 

and Recreation Department was able to refurbish the centerôs playground area, 

including adding slab s for outdoors basketball and a picnic area.  

 

Wee Care Day Care  -  $3,142.12 -  The grant p aid for a new HVAC system and pest 

control treatments  for the agencyôs building which is leased from the City. The HVAC 

installation was donated by maintenance crews from MTSU.  
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PUBLIC TRANSPORT  
 

Public Transportation  ï In 2006, the City of Murfreesboro cre ated a Transit 

Department and hired a director. The Department leverages U.S. Department of 

Transportation funds with state and City funds. Almost 18 months in planning, 

Rover, the new public transit system, became operational in April 2007. Ridership 

cont inues to grow.  

 

The service operates six routes, Mondays through Fridays, 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. The 

needs of the elderly and disabled were given particular attention throughout the 

planning process. All of the buses are equipped with wheelchair lifts. Route 

str uctures have been laid out with emphasis on providing riders with access to 

healthcare services, the St. Clair Street Senior Center, the Social Security office, the 

state job center and shopping.  

 

The Community Development Department has facilitated discu ssions between 

advocates for the homeless and their clients and other user groups and the Public 

Transit Director with an eye to extending a route or creating another route to better 

serve their needs.  

 

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT  
 

Economic Development Assistanc e  ï The work of the Youth Can! activity and the 

Project Help activity listed above in the Public Service Grants section were designed 

to expand economic opportunities for program participants.  

 

The City has entered into a partnership with MTSUôs Small Business Development 

Center (SBDC) which began July 1, 2009. The SBDC will work with existing 

microenterprise owners and prospective microenterprise owners. The City will 

operate a microenterprise loan fund to provide either primary financing or bridge 

financi ng to graduates of the SBDC program.  Results of this program will be reported 

in the Fifth Program Year CAPER.

Assistance using CDBG funds was available throughout the City of Murfreesboro, but 

expenditures for FY200 8 were concentrated in Census Tracts 416, 419 and 421. 

Tracts 416 and 419 are Qualified Census Tracts.  

 

Describe the manner in which the recipient would change its 
program as a result of its experiences.  
 
As noted above, the FY2009 Action Plan addresses the need for an economic 

development component. Once the North Spring Street infrastructure project is 

complete, the City expects to redirect resources previously allocated to infrastructure 

projects to projects directly benefiting low and moderate - income households in 

Murfreesboro.

LEVERAGING RESOURCES  
 

Identify progress in obtaining ñotherò public and private resources to 

address needs.  

 

In terms of obtaining ñotherò resources to address needs, the City of Murfreesboro 

continued to lead by example in FY2008 . 

 

In FY2008 , the Com munity Development Department completed four reconstruction 

projects, three with CDBG money, and a fourth with a combination of CDBG and 

state HOME money.  

 

Throughout the history of the Housing Rehabilitation Program, demolition had been 

one of the expense s included in the cost of reconstruction projects, adding anywhere 

from $3,000 to $8,000. The City decided putting this money into the house is a far 

better investment than burying it in a landfill.  

 

Rather than include demolition in the contract, the City  Street Department 

demolished each of the houses, the Solid Waste Department hauled the debris to the 

Rutherford County Landfill for disposal. The City did not charge the project for the 

demolition and hauling and the County accepted the debris without cha rge.  
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For the playground improvements at McFadden Community Center, the City 

supplemented CDBG funds with money from the City General Fund.  

 

All of the FY2008  Public Service Grant subrecipients were required to provide a 

dollar - for -dollar match using cash,  contributions from other sources, staff time or 

volunteer time.  

 

Identify h ow Federal resources from HUD leveraged other public and private 

resources.  

 

CDBG funds were used to satisfy the required match for the local HMIS system. The 

money expended in FY2008  was the second installment of a three -year commitment 

which renewed the previous three -year commitment.  

 

All 10  of the outside agencies receiving CDBG public service grants for FY2008  

provided dollar - for -dollar matches of federal funds.

Managing the Process  
 

This CAPER covers the fourth year of the current Consolidated Plan. The Fourth 

Program Year Action Plan was consist ent with the Consolidated Plan.  

 

The Community Development Department is the lead agency for most programs 

covered in the City of Murfreesboroôs Consolidated Plan. Public housing and Section 8 
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programs are administered by the Murfreesboro Housing Authorit y. The Community 

Development Department serves as the Mayorôs liaison to the Mayorôs Homeless 

Task Force, while Murfreesboro Housing Authority is responsible for Continuum of 

Care grant applications.  

 

The FY2008 Action Plan was the result of input from ma ny organizations, agencies 

and individuals including, but not limited to, United Way of Rutherford County, 

Rutherford County Chamber of Commerce, Middle Tennessee State University, 

Murfreesboro Housing Authority, Rutherford County Health Department, the 

Rutherford County Drug Court, Murfreesboro Branch of the NAACP, South Maney 

Neighborhood Coalition, Community Anti -Drug Coalition of Rutherford County 

(CADCOR), Murfreesboro Police Department, Murfreesboro Parks and Recreation 

Department, Mayorôs Task Force on Homelessness and its member agencies, and the 

Tennessee Fair Housing Council.  

 

In FY 2006, the City awarded Public Service Grants to two nonprofit agencies and the 

Cityôs senior center. This list expanded to seven  in FY2007 and 10 in FY2008. 

Because m ost of these agencies were receiving CDBG funds for the first time , the 

need for  technical assistance  also increased. The responsibilities of the Community 

Development Grant Administrator were expanded to include providing this assistance 

and monitoring. To reflect these increased responsibilities, the position title was 

changed to Grant Coordinator.  

 

Satisfactory compliance with program requirements means having a well - trained 

staff and staff development is a City priority. To that end, the Community 

Develop ment Departmentôs two full-time staff members participated in training 

opportunities offered by HUDôs Knoxville Office of Community Planning and 

Development, Tennessee Housing Development Agency and the National Community 

Development Association.  

 

 

Citize n Participation  
 

The City of Murfreesboroôs Citizen Participation Plan was adopted in 1996 and revised 

in 2003. The plan, which is Appendix 1 of the Cityôs current Consolidated Plan, meets 

the requirements specified in 24 CFR 91.  

 

The Cityôs plan encourages participation and input from all residents of the City with 

particular emphasis on reaching residents whose incomes will qualify them for 

housing and other services offered by the Community Development Department. The 

plan also requires timely notice of public hearings, provision for residents with 

special needs, ready access to information and providing technical assistance to 

groups developing proposals.  

 

The City of Murfreesboro conducted three  public hearings in FY2008: Sept. 10, 2008, 

in support of t he FY2007  CAPER; March 4, 200 9, and April 2, 200 9, in support of the 

FY2009  Action Plan.  

 

All three  public hearings were advertised twice in a local newspaper of record. In 

addition, both  were publicized on the City Web site and on the City Channel 3 publ ic 

service bulletin board rotation. All three public  hearings were conducted at Patterson 

Park Community Center, a City Parks & Recreation Department facility located in 

Census Tract 419.  
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The draft FY2009  Action Plan was available for examination for 30 days at the main 

branch of the public library, the Patterson Park Community Center satellite branch of 

the public library and the Community Development Department and on the Cityôs 

Web site for 30 days prior to submission.  The draft FY2008  CAPER was availa ble for 

examination at the same locations for two weeks.  

 

Attendance for the three  public hearings was sparse. No one from the general public 

attended the September CAPER hearing. Prospective public service grant recipients 

were required to have a represen tative available for questions at the March 5 

hearing. Two citizens not associated with these agencies attended the March hearing 

but did not offer written comments. Their interest was in the Affordable Housing 

Program and they were referred to the Grant C oordinator  for additional information . 

Public service grant applicants attended the April 2 hearing but n one  offered 

comments. No comments or responses were received  from  citizens by telephone or  

other mean  by the Community Development Department  during co mment periods .  

 

This CAPER was posted to the City Web site and the public was invited to submit 

comments. None were received prior to submission. Any comments received 

subsequently will be posted on the Web and reported in the CAPER for FY2009.  

 

 

Institut ional Structure  
 

The City of Murfreesboro, through its Community Development Department, was the 

lead agency for implementing the FY2007 Action Plan. The Department works closely 

with every department in City government. The Community Development Director 

serves as the Cityôs liaison to the Mayorôs Task Force on Homelessness .  

 

The Department partnered with the Murfreesboro Housing Authority on several 

projects, including CADCOR, MHAôs Self-Sufficiency Council, the Mayorôs Task Force 

on Homeless ness  and the  Murfreesboro/Rutherford County Continuum of Care.  More 

than 30 nonprofit and other agencies are active Continuum of Care participants.  

 

The Department administers  an ESG grant through the Tennessee Housing 

Development Agency for FY2008. Because of increas ed funding, the number of 

subrecipients was increased from four agencies to nine. The City applied for a new 

HOME grant for FY2009 -11, but the application was not successful.  

 

The Department continued its relationship with Habitat for Humanity, funding the  

acquisition of one lot on which affordable housing will be built.  The City also provides 

demolition services to Habitat at no charge. When the Department needed plans to 

reconstruct a house for a disabled home owner, Habitat for Humanity allowed the 

City to use one of its plans at no charge.  

 

The Department also works closely with United Way of Rutherford County. The 

Community Development Director serves on the board of the Emergency Food and 

Shelter Program administered by the United Way. EFSP funding co mes from the 

Department of Homeland Security through the Federal Emergency Management 

Agency (FEMA) and is administered locally by the United Way.  

 

The Department has several partnerships with Middle Tennessee State University. 

The Center for Historic Pres ervation serves as a consultant on reconstruction projects 
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paid for with CDBG funds. The Center reviews building plans and suggests changes 

as appropriate so the new structures will be historically sensitive to the neighborhood 

in which they  are built.  Dur ing FY2008, the Community Development Director 

worked with the director of MTSUôs Small Business Development Center to plan a 

microenterprise economic development project which is part of the FY2009 Action 

Plan.  

 

The Department has worked closely with the  Middle Tennessee Association of 

Realtors as it developed its Neighborhood Stabilization Program application. That 

relationship will continue throughout the implementation and operation of NSP. 

Pinnacle Financial Partners, a local bank, hosted a luncheon a t which Department 

staff and THDA staff briefed local Realtors on the NSP program.  

 

The City continue d its  partner ship  with the Tennessee Fair Housing Council, the 

Tennessee Human Rights  Commission, Metropolitan (Nashville/Davidson County) 

Human Relations Commission, the Tennessee Council on Developmental Disabilities 

and several other organizations interested in affirmatively furthering fair housing. 

The group sponsors the annual Tennessee Fair Housing Matters Conference.  

 

 

Monitoring  
 

The Community Develo pment Department is responsible for monitoring the progress 

of strategies, performance measurements and outcomes stated in the Consolidated 

Plan. The Cityôs outside auditor reviews Department activities. 

 

As the City has expanded its commitment to nonprofi t agencies serving low - income 

residents, the need to provide technical assistance and for monitoring has grown. To 

respon d to this need , the  responsibilities of the Grant Administrator were expanded 

to include subrecipient monitoring. This increased respon sibility was reflected by the 

upgrading of the job title to Grant Coordinator.  The Cityôs plan is to field monitor at 

least four subrecipients each year and desk monitor those who are not visited in the 

field.  

 

The Grant Coordinator conducted four field mo nitoring visits in FY2008: Elders First; 

Read to Succeed; the United Wayôs Project Pass; and St. Clair Senior Center. During 

the visits, particular attention was paid to how each agency determines participant 

eligibility and to how well each agency is adhe ring to contact requirements such as  

having a written procurement policy and other accounting standards.  Desk 

monitoring was conducted for t he balance of the subrecipients with particular 

attention to proper documentation of invoices for payment.  

 

Technica l assistance was provided to individual subrecipients throughout the year on 

and a workshop for subrecipients was conducted in conjunction with the April public 

hearing.  

 

1.  Self Evaluation  

 

a.  Describe the  effect programs have in solving neighborhood and commun ity 

problems.  

 

In general CDBG - funded programs, whether offered by the grantee or its 

subrecipients, are well received in the community. The Community 
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Development Department has increased the visibility  of its programs by 

working closely with City Channel 3 (the Cityôs government access cable 

department), the City Web master, and both local newspapers. All of these 

avenues produce inquiries from prospective clients.  

 

b.  Describe progress in meeting priority needs and specific objectives and help 

make community ôs vision of the future a reality. 

 

As a result of the self -evaluation process since 2006 , the City decided to 

broaden the scope of its public service grants, serving more agencies 

providing a more diverse selection of activities.  Nine nonprofit agencies 

received contracts for FY2008 , up from eight in FY2007  and up from four in 

FY 2006. This list has been expanded to 12 for FY2009 . 

 

c.  Describe how you provided decent housing and a suitable living environment 

and expanded economic opportunity principally for l ow and moderate - income 

persons.  

 

All of Murfreesboroôs Community Development Department programs support 

either decent housing or maintaining a suitable living environment.  

 

Because of four reconstruction projects using either CDBG or THDA/HOME 

funding an d the lot purchased for Habitat for Humanity, five families will have 

homes that meet or exceed City building standards and codes. All four houses 

reconstructed earned Energy Star certificates.  

 

Although expanded economic opportunity is one of the four pri orities set in 

the current Consolidated Plan, no funding was provided for economic 

development activities in the FY2008  budget. The FY2009  Action Plan budgets 

$120,000 for microenterprise technical assistance and a microenterprise loan 

fund.  

 

d.  Indicate any activities falling behind schedule.  

 

The City had expected to complete the North Spring Street infrastructure in 

FY2008. Bids were opened in February 2009 and a contract awarded to Rollins 

Excavating of Murfreesboro. (The company currently holds the Cityôs annual 

concrete and paving contract in addition to being the low bidder for the North 

Spring Street project.)  Because of City needs related to the April tornado, 

Rollins was unable to begin work on the North Spring Street project until the 

last week of J une 2009. The contract calls for completion by the end of 

December 2009.  

 

e.  Describe how activities and strategies made an impact on identified needs.  

 

In FY2007, the City reconfigured the job description of the Grant 

Administrator, assigning additional resp onsibilities and renaming the position 

Grant Coordinator. The change was effective July 1, 2008. The Grant 

Coordinator was tasked with working closely with all subrecipients, and 

particularly the five new subrecipients for FY2008, to help them better 

manag e the administrative requirements of their grants so they will be able to 

concentrate on service delivery.  
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f.  Identify indicators that would best describe the results.  

 

The Grant Administrator provided technical assistance to all our Public Service 

Grant sub recipients. Because of this assistance, several realized they needed 

to have better management controls in place. One example would be that all 

of our subrecipients now have written policies and procedures for purchasing.  

 

g.  Identify barriers that had a nega tive impact on fulfilling the strategies and 

overall vision.  

 

Murfreesboro has not been immune from the effects of t he national housing 

crisis . Census Tract 409 in western Murfreesboro ranks among the five tracts 

in the state hardest hit by foreclosures. A very tight supply of affordable 

homes and tightened credit requirements combined to create a difficult 

environment for prospective first - time home buyers.  This trend showed signs 

of reversing itself late in the fiscal year as home prices began dropping an d 

several home buyers eligible for the Cityôs Affordable Housing Program were 

able to take advantage of short -sale conditions or to purchase foreclosed -

upon homes.  

 

h.  Identify whether major goals are on target and discuss reasons for those that 

are not on ta rget.  

 

Major goals are on target. Murfreesboroôs entire CDBG program will be put 

under the microscope in FY2009  as the City prepares its new Consolidated 

Plan for 2010 -2015.  

 

i.  Identify any adjustments or improvements to strategies and activities that 

might meet your needs more effectively.  

 

The availability of CDBG public service grants for FY2009  was promoted 

widely throughout the community. As a result, 20 applications were received 

from 19 organizations. Unfortunately, the funds requested were triple what  

was available, necessitating some difficult decisions. Twelve  agencies were 

awarded grants for FY2009 , three  of which are new subrecipients.  

 

The Cityôs goal in awarding public service grants is to pick projects which on 

proving their value to the commun ity will attract new sources of funding. This 

philosophy worked on several levels in FY2008. Two agencies , Read to 

Succeed and the Boys & Girls Club, which received funding in FY2008 brought 

new projects to the table and those have been funded. The success  of the 

HOPE II Clinic project at Franklin Heights allowed the Primary Care & HOPE 

Clinic to further expand operating hours by attracting additional funding.  

 

 

Lead - based Paint  
 

Homeowners who inquire about the Housing Rehabilitation Program receive a cop y of 

the Protect Your Family from Lead in Your Home with the application package and 

sign a receipt for the booklet at the same time they sign the application for service.  

 

All pre -1978 homes which qualify for the rehabilitation program are tested for lead -

based paint. The testing is conducted by a certified outside testing contractor. One 
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copy of the report remains in the case file; a second is delivered to the homeowner. 

Any findings are listed in rehabilitation write -ups so prospective contractors will b e 

aware of any lead -based paint conditions and addressed during the project. 

Contractors who bid on projects for which lead testing has been positive are required 

to have a current copy of their certification on file with the Community Development 

Departme nt.  

 

Prospective homeowners who inquire about the Affordable Housing Program receive 

counseling about the dangers associated with lead -based paint during in -house 

counseling and also receive a copy of Protect Your Family from Lead in Your Home . 

The Departm ent visually inspects pre -1978 homes which are purchased by 

participants of the Affordable Housing Program. If the visual inspection reveals 

suspect conditions, further testing is conducted by a certified lead testing contractor.  

 

In FY2008 lead -based pain t testing and risk assessments were done on five homes 

for the Housing Rehab Program and one home for the Affordable Housing Program.  

 

 

HOUSING  
 
Housing Needs  
 

Affordable, decent housing was identified in the 2005 Consolidated Plan as the Cityôs 

No. 1 prio rity. In FY200 8, 12  first - time home buyers received assistance with down 

payments and closing costs; eight  homes were rehabilitated  or reconstructed using 

CDBG funds ; one received an emergency repair grant; and two households were 

assisted by  removing tree s that posed hazard s. Funding was also for  assistance to 

connect to the municipal sanitary sewer system  but there were no applicants in 

FY2008.

The City offers a five -year forgivable loan to first - time home buyers with 

disabilities. The Housing Rehabilitation Program uses the International Property 

Maintenance Code as the assessment tool for proposed rehab projects and 

approved projects are designed to address conditions which do not meet 

minimum standards.  

 

The owner s of two  of three home reconstructed in FY2007  are disabled. The 

building plan incorporated design feat ures to make the home more accessible. 

Although the owner of the third home was not disabled, she was elderly and had 

accessibility issues. These were addressed in the home design. For example, an 

ADA-compliant ramp was constructed at the side entrance rat her than steps.  

 

Public Housing Strategy  
 

Public housing in Murfreesboro is the responsibility of the Murfreesboro Housing 

Authority. MHA submitted its Annual PHA plan and its Five -Year Plan to HUD in  

February 2009. (Copies of that plan are available for r eview at MHAôs office, 415 N. 

Maple St., Murfreesboro, TN 37130.)   

 

MHA has a five -member Resident Advisory Board which provides input to 

management. MHA residents participated in preparing the annual report and the 

Resident Advisory Board approved the pla n. A resident also serves as a member with 

full standing of the Murfreesboro Housing Authority board.  

 

Barriers to Affordable Housing  
 

The 1990 Census reported a population of 41,922 for Murfreesboro. In 2000 the 

count was 68,812. A 2007 interim census con ducted for the State of Tennessee 

counted slightly more than  100,000  residents .  

 

After a decade of rapid growth, the rate of new home construction in Murfreesboro 

and Rutherford Count slowed significantly in the past year. In CY2007, the City 

issued build ing permits for 1,157 single - family units; the City issued 572 permits for 

single - family residential construction in CY2008 , the fewest since 1993 . The Cityôs 

decade - long building boom created barriers to affordable housing by driving the price 

of new home s higher. Increased demand also drove up the price of existing homes. 

Too many low -  and moderate - income households were able to achieve their dreams 

of homeownership by acquiring mortgages that proved untenable. HUD statistics 

prepared in conjunction with the Neighborhood Stabilization Program listed Census 

Tract 409 in western Murfreesboro as having more foreclosures than all but one 

census tract in Tennessee. Several contractors who built in this area specialized in 

starter homes with small or no down pay ments.

One of the drivers of the Cityôs population has been Middle Tennessee State 

University. Since 2005, MTSU has had the highest undergraduate enrollment in 

Tennessee. Total enrollment for the Fall 2009 semester topped 25,000. On -campus 

housing absorbs  only 3,500 of these students. Many students commute to campus 

daily from throughout the Middle Tennessee area, but the balance live in 

Murfreesboro while they attend school.  The City issued 896 permits for multi - family 

housing in 2008, up from 345 in 200 7, but the majority of the 2008 units were built 

for and marketed to MTSU students. Most of the balance will be leased at market 

rates.  MTSUôs students are important to the City. However, their presence in the 

market tends to drive up rental rates, especia lly for more desirable rental rates, 

giving low -  and very - low income residents fewer options in the marketplace.  

 

One LIHTC project, Brookwood Terrace Apartments, was completed and began 

leasing late in FY2008 . Another 122 -unit LIHTC project has been autho rized. The 

main obstacle to more LIHTC projects is the dearth of suitable property in the eligible 

census tracts.  

 

The City continues to encourage developers to consider building homes in price 

ranges affordable to people whose incomes fall below 80 perce nt of the median 

income, but the market drives supply.  

 

Twelve  first - time homebuyers received assistance with down payments and closing 

costs through the Affordable Homeownership Program. The supply of affordable 

existing housing stock is very tight and lo cal lenders, as they have done throughout 

the nation, have tightened credit requirements.  

 

 

HOME/ American Dream Down Payment Initiative (ADDI)  
 

The City of Murfreesboro is not a HOME entitlement city so is not a direct recipient of 

HOME or ADDI funding. T o receive HOME money, the City m ust apply th rough 

THDAôs competitive grant process. Murfreesboroôs grant request for FY2008 was not 

successful nor was the request for FY2009 successful. Both grant applications failed 

to receive funding by a single point.  Murfreesboro last THDA/HOME grant was issued 

in FY2005. That project was complete d in August  2008.  All of the funding in that 

grant was used for single family housing rehab and reconstruction.  

 

The City does not use THDA/HOME funding  for down payment assist ance , choosing 

instead t o fund its down payment assistance program with CDBG dollars. The City 

has used  CDBG fund s to leverage ADDI funds is prepared to assist more home 

buyers when THDA has  ADDI money available.  

 

The City does not use THDA/HOME funds to rehabilitate multifamily housing or to 

refinance existing debt secured by multifamily housing.  

 

 

HOMELESS 
 
Homeless Needs  
 

More than 30 organizations, most of which are active Mayorôs Homeless Task Force 

participants, offer outreach and/or support services  for homeless persons in 
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Murfreesboro and Rutherford County. The majority of these organizations have case 

managers and specialized staff members who work with homeless clients making the 

transition to permanent housing and independent living. Three local agencies now 

offer transitional housing.  

 

The Mayorôs Homeless Task Force is the Cityôs forum for bringing together agencies 

with an interest in homelessness issues. It meets monthly. The Community 

Development Director is the Cityôs liaison to the task force and serves on the task 

force in an ex officio capacity. The Community Development Department secretary 

provides clerical support for the task force.  

 

The task force was charged with creating the Cityôs 10-year plan for ending chronic 

homelessness. While  the majority of the work was done in FY 2005, the final report 

was presented in September 2006. Task force members continue to implement 

report recommendations. The task force oversees the Point - in -Time Count conducted 

annually in January.  

 

Task force mem bership continued to grow in FY2008 . One addition  is the Rutherford 

County Drug Court. The right kind of housing is crucial for a program participant to 

be successful and the agency has used THDA/ESG funds for homelessness 

prevention activities for its cli ents.  

 

The task force is responsible for the annual Continuum of Care application. 

Murfreesboro Housing Authority serves as the lead agency. The 200 8 Continuum of 

Care Application requested funding for both permanent and transitional beds for the 

chronical ly homeless. Two agencies, The Journey Home  and The Charter Group , 

received funding for transitional housing projects  which will begin in FY2009 . 

 

Guest speakers are regularly invited to speak to the task force. The Cityôs public 

transit director meets wit h the task force membership at least annually to review the 

needs of the service providersô clients. Feedback from the task force was used in 

planning the new transit systemôs route structure. 

 

In FY 2006, five new homeless beds for chronically homeless we re added to the 

Shelter+Care program using new Federal resources obtained from Homeless 

SuperNOFA. Three new Shelter+Care vouchers were added. These were renewed for 

FY200 8. Two agencies, Greenhouse Ministries and The Journey Home, received 

funding for tra nsitional housing projects and these projects were initiated in FY2008.  

 

Specific Homeless Prevention Elements  
 

More than  30 different organizations, from both the public and private sectors, offer 

one or more service to prevent homelessness in Murfreesbor o and Rutherford 

County. These services include mortgage assistance, rental assistance, utilities 

assistance, counseling and advocacy and legal assistance. Most of these agencies are 

regularly represented at meetings of the Mayorôs Homeless Task Force. Six  agencies 

(See list below) were awarded subrecipient contracts to provide homeless prevention 

services.  
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Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG)  
 

The City received an Emergency Shelter Grant of $109,894, through Tennessee 

Housing Development Agency (THDA). Nine agencies received grants totaling 

$104,661. The balance of the funding was used for administrative expenses, 

including staff costs to administer the grant and postage, copying and other 

expenses incurred by the Mayorôs Homeless Task Force and other activities 

connected with the Murfreesboro/Rutherford County Continuum of Care.  

 

Room in the Inn and Salvation Army both operate emergency shelters for individuals 

and families. Domestic Violence operates a shelter for victims of domestic violence 

and their fami lies. All work with Murfreesboro Housing Authority and other agencies 

to move clients into transitional or permanent housing whenever possible.  

 

Mid -Cumberland Community Action Agency, using money from a state ESG grant 

through the City of Murfreesboro, ha s a homeless prevention project. Grant funding 

is used to assist people with a mortgage or rent payment or a utility payment if they 

are in danger of losing their residence or having utility service discontinued.

Because of the large number of agencies that will need to be at the table for 

developing an effective discharge coordination policy, the City of Murfreesboro is 

addressing this issue through the Mayorôs Homeless Task Force. 

 

Services for this populatio n were more readily available in FY2008 because of its 

increased ESG funding. The budget for prevention activities has been increased from 

$11,500 with services delivered by one agency, to $ 36,486  with services delivered 

by six agencies.

Murfreesboroôs 2005-2010 Consolidated Plan identifies four priorities: decent 

housing; a suitable living environment; public transit; and economic 

opportunities . A community survey conducted in 2005 as part of the planning 

process for the Consolidated Plan identified 21 areas of need for increased or 

improved services. According to the survey, the most pressing need was public 

transit, followed closely by improve d transportation opportunities for the elderly 

and disabled. These needs were answered in FY 2006 when Rover, the cityôs 

public transit system became operational. CDBG funding was not part of the 

Rover funding package.  

 

Of the 21 items of concern noted in the survey, all are addressed by one or more 

agency in Murfreesboro/Rutherford County, either by nonprofits or governmental 

entity. Twelve items were directly addressed in the FY2008 Action Plan.

THDA allocates ESG funding to 

Murfreesboro using its small city set -aside formula. THDA conducted field 

monitoring of the FY2008 Emergency Shelter Grant and found no concerns or 

findings.  

  

The City  applied to THDA for Neighborhood Stabilization Program funding and 

has received two NSP grants, one directly to the City and a second to the City 

to administer on behalf of the Murfreesboro/Rutherford County Continuum of 

Care. NSP funds will be available to the City beginning in FY2009.  

 

The City has applied to THDA for HOME funds the last two years, but neither 

application was successful.  

 

The City partners with organizations that make use of ADDI and Federal 

Home Loan Bank funding.

The City received no requests for certifications of consistency in FY2008 . Two 

were requested in FY 2006 and both were endorsed.

e.  The City offers forgivable one -year loans to low/mod homeowners for the 

removal of trees which pose an imminent danger to the health and safety of 

the homeowner or the home. Two homeowne rs received assistance during 

FY200 8 with a total CDBG funding expenditure of $ 2,486.78 . 

 

f.  Homeowners wishing to enter the Housing Rehabilitation Program are 

required to complete three one -hour counseling sessions. The sessions are 

conducted by Dominion Fin ancial Management under an agreement with the 

City at a cost of $150 per household. The content of the sessions is tailored 

to each household with financial literacy and budgeting receiving special 

attention.  

 

13.  Neighborhood Revitalization Strategies  ï n/a  
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Antipoverty Strategy  
 

The City of Murfreesboro is an active partner with the Rutherford County Chamber of 

Commerce, the municipalities of Smyrna, La Vergne and Eagleville, and the private 

sector in the Destination Rutherford initiative. The first phase  of the Destination 

Rutherford project was quite successful in driving economic recruitment . Rutherford 

County has consistently ranked in the Top 10 counties nationwide in job creation for 

the last decade .  

 

The City and the Community Development Departmen t recognize the need to give all 

residents of the city an opportunity to share in this success. A survey conducted by the 

United Way of Rutherford County identified  adult  literacy  skills as a major obstacle to 

better paying jobs for many residents. The bes t antipoverty strategy is to make sure 

residents are ready to hold jobs that are satisfying and rewarding. A resident who 

has difficulty reading is at a disadvantage in the job market.  The ñFamilies That 

Read, Succeedò project funded in part by a CDBG public service grant uses a multi -

generational approach to the problem and was judged highly successful by both 

participants and the tutors who worked with them. The Tennessee Literacy Coalition 

recognized Families That Read with its 2008 Award for Excellence . The Community 

Development Department also became a partner in the Lon Nuell Family Literacy 

Center, a coalition of community groups with an interest in literacy.  

 

The City supports the Energy Star initiative and specifies Energy Star - rated materials 

and e quipment in housing rehabilitation work write -ups. Specifying Energy Star 

should result energy cost savings for homeowners. The City has engaged the 

services of a certified Energy Star tester to work with contractors doing rehab and 

reconstruction work. All four of the reconstruction projects completed in FY2008  

earned Energy Star certificates. Several homeowners who had energy - related rehab 

work done have reported significant savings on recent electric bills compared to their 

pre - rehab bills.  

 

The Murfrees boro Housing Authority operates the Family Self -Sufficiency Program, a 

program that works with very - low income public housing residents 18 and older to 

guide, encourage and reward self - sufficiency.  The Community Development 

Department participates with the  programôs advisory council.  

 

Programs planned for FY200 9 will fit well into the Cityôs anti-poverty strategy. The 

financial counseling offered through the Dominion IDA program should help the 

participating families with money management skills. The housi ng rehabilitation 

counseling will continue to provide participants with information to help them budget 

and make their dollars stretch farther. The Affordable Home Ownership Program will 

help new home owners build equity.  Participants in the Neighborhood S tabilization 

Program will be required to complete an eight -hour home ownership course taught 

by a certified HUD counselor.  

 

 

NON-HOMELESS SPECIAL NEEDS  
 

Non - homeless Special Needs  
 

Housing needs and supportive services for the non -homeless as defined in 9 1.220(c) 

and (e) are addressed by the Murfreesboro Housing Authority and other state and 
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local agencies tasked with preparing the area Continuum of Care application. The 

Murfreesboro Community Development Department has no specific responsibilities in 

defi ning the priorities and specific objectives.  

 

The York VA Medical Center provides social service support to veterans with special 

needs. Among the many local agencies offering case management to residents with 

special non -homeless needs are The Guidance Ce nter, the Tennessee Department of 

Human Services, the Rutherford County Adult Activity Center, the St. Clair Street 

Senior Center and the Rutherford County Drug Court.  

 

Most of the agencies which provide support services for the populations with special 

needs are members of the Mayorôs Homeless Task Force. These agencies actively 

pursue federal, state and private sector grant funding. Specific needs are detailed in 

their grant requests.  

 

Specific HOPWA Objectives  
 

The City of Murfreesboro receives no HOPWA funding. Specific health needs of local 

residents with HIV/AODS are handled through the Rutherford County Health 

Department or private physicians. There are no assisted living facilities in 

Murfreesboro or Rutherford County specifically for HIV/AIDS patien ts, but local 

residents needing housing services are assisted by Nashville Cares, a Davidson 

County agency.  
 

 

FAIR HOUSING  
 

Affirm atively Furthering Fair Housing  
 

A Fair Housing Impediments Analysis was done in 2004 by Donald B. Eager & 

Associates as part of the planning process for the 2005 -2010 Consolidated Plan. That 

analysis noted the following potential impediments:  

 

1.  NIMBY Issues  

2.  Fair Housing Enforcement  

3.  Insurance Issues  

4.  Predatory Lending  

5.  Other Lending Issues  

6.  Real Estate Issues  

7.  Affordable Rental Housin g 

 

The long -standing policy of the City of Murfreesboro is to affirmatively further fair 

housing. To that end, the City is actively engaged in activities which promote fair 

housing and facilitate handling of complaints when they arise.  

 

NIMBY Issues  -  City Channel 3, the Cityôs government access channel, has several 

spots promoting fair housing which are in regular rotation on the channelôs public 

service announcement bulletin board. An announcement referring fair housing 

questions and complaints to the Co mmunity Development Department is part of the 

City Hall phone messaging system for callers being transferred or who are on hold. 

The Department uses the Fair Housing logo on all its housing - related promotional 

material. The HUD booklet Fair Housing: Equal Opportunity for All  is distributed to all

Fourth Program Year                                 28                        2008 -09 Program Year  

applicants for the Housing Rehabilitation Program and the Affordable Homeownership 

Program.  

 

Fair Housing Enforcement  ï Fair housing complaint calls are taken by the 

Community Development Director or the Grant Admi nistrator depending on 

availability when the call is received. Calls are logged in and a preliminary interview 

is conducted. Callers are then referred to the Tennessee Fair Housing Council, the 

Tennessee Human Rights Commission or the national 1 -800 number . The City 

received no fair housing calls in FY2008. Two calls alleging fair housing violations  

were received in FY2008 . Both were from renters who felt they were being treated 

unfairly by landlords. Both callers were referred to the Tennessee Fair Housing  

Council.  

 

Insurance Issues  ï Participants in the Departmentôs housing programs are 

required to have home owner insurance and insurance is one of the topics covered in 

both housing rehabilitation counseling and first - time home buyer counseling.  

 

Predatory Lending  ï Prospective applicants for the Affordable Homeownership 

receive counseling as part of the application process. Even if callers  decide not to use 

the Cityôs program, they are encouraged to work with a financial literacy counselor.   

 

Other Lending  Issues  ï It is hoped the IDA program offered by Dominion Financial 

Management and partially funded using CDBG dollars will be a model for home owner 

education in the City.  

 

Real Estate Issues ï The Department works closely with the local Board of 

Realtor s, including providing fair housing information for the Boardôs monthly 

newsletter. The Department routinely monitors housing - related advertising in the 

two local newspapers for possible violations.  

 

Affordable Rental Housing  ï This is probably the greates t housing - related 

challenge facing the City. The presence of Middle Tennessee State University is a 

major factor in the local housing market. The university now has the largest 

undergraduate population in Tennessee. Although additional on -campus housing wa s 

built several years ago, the demand far out -strips supply. That means thousands of 

students live off - campus. Although a number of new complexes catering to students 

have been constructed in recent years, there is still pent -up demand. These students 

comp ete with permanent residents for housing, driving down supplies and driving up 

rents.  

 

In FY2006, the City supported two applications to build multifamily housing 

competing for Low - Income Housing Tax Credits from THDA. Both projects were 

approved . One was completed in FY2008  and has begun leasing .  

 

 

OTHER FAIR HOUSING ACTIVITIES  

 

The City continues to support and co -sponsor the annual Tennessee Fair Housing 

Matters Conference. The 2009 conference , held April 2 in Murfreesbo ro, attracted a 

record number of attendees. Keynote speakers included James Perry, Executive 

Director of the Greater New Orleans Fair Housing Action Center, and Joshua Silver, 
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Vice President of Research for the National Community Reinvestment Coalition. Mr. 

Perryôs address was taped by City Channel 3, Murfreesboroôs government access 

cable channel and run throughout April to call attention to Fair Housing Month.  

 

The City has included funding in its FY09 budget for a new analysis of impediments 

study and expects to incorporate the recommen dations of that study in its next 

Consolidated Plan.  

 

 

OTHER ACTIVITIES  
 

NCDA Region IV Conference  
 

In November 2008, the City played host to the National Community Development 

Association Region VI Conference . More than 35 CDBG professionals (both member s 

and non -members of NCDA) attended the three day conference. Among the topics 

covered were preparing for a HUD monitoring visit (presented by Knoxville CPD 

director Mary Wilson); preparing for the 2010 federal census; working with the 

media to promote CDB G programs; and float - funding projects. Steve Johnson, 

Director  of HUDôs Entitlement Community Division, briefed attendees on recent 

developments, including one -on -one sessions with grantees to discuss specific 

concerns.  

 

In conjunction with the conferenc e, more than 25 staff members from entitlement 

city throughout the country attended a three -day  CDBG Basics Course  taught by 

CDBG veterans from Georgia and South Carolina.
